Every family is expected to volunteer for AT LEAST ONE SHIFT PER CHILD enrolled (PreK-8th). 

Additional shifts are highly encouraged. 

As an incentive for volunteering for a shift during set up, festival hours, or breaking down the event, you will earn a
pass for either OUT OF UNIFORM, GYM CLOTHES DRESS DOWN, OR A HOMEWORK PASS! It's your choice. One shift
will earn one of those passes for one child. Two shifts will earn two passes, one type of pass is allowed per student. A
maximum of three passes per child will be given.

Volunteer Shift Descriptions:

Concessions: Drinks & Snacks, Pizza, etc.
Pit Beef: Making sandwiches or taking orders (Volunteers are desperately needed here!)
Balloon Pop: Dart throwing game
Big 6: Gambling wheel with cash
Wheel Games: Pick a spot, spin the wheel, and if matches the spot a prize is given
Dig For Gold: Treasure box game (no dirt involved!)
Dip & Win: Dip your hand in the bucket for a chance to win a stuffed animal
Lolli Pull: Pull a lollipop for a prize (winner every time!)
Pirate Hook Toss: Toss a ring to try and land on a Pirate Hook
PLINKO: Drop a disk down the board for a chance to win a prize
Potty Toss: Throw a roll of toilet paper in the toilet bowl for your chance to win a prize
Putt-Putt: Golf game
Scarecrow Toss: Toss a bean bag through a scarecrow scene
Face Painter, Pony Rides, and Petting Zoo: Money collection only
Crab Feast Raffle & 50/50: Selling raffle tickets from a table
Instant Bingo: Tear away card to win more chances or a cash prize
